The purpose of this meeting is to organize a Joint Review Board for purposes of
considering the proposed creation of, and proposed project plan for, Tax Incremental District No. 4 (the
“District”).

Notice is Hereby Given that the Plan Commission of the City of New Berlin will hold a public
hearing on April 13, 2020 at 6:00 p.m. for the purpose of providing the community a reasonable
opportunity to comment upon the proposed creation of the Project Plan for the District.  Due to the

The proposed boundaries of
the District consist of the two parcels
detailed on the map below.

The District is expected to
be a mixed-use district based on the
identification and classification of the
property proposed to be included

within the District.

Proposed projects costs include various public improvements and cash grants to owners or lessee
or developers of land located within the district (development incentives) and professional and
organizational services, administrative costs, and finance costs.   The proposed costs include projects
within the proposed boundary and within a ½ mile radius of the proposed boundary of the District.

All interested parties will be given a reasonable opportunity to express their views on the
proposed creation of the District, the proposed boundaries of the District, and the proposed Project Plan
thereof.  A copy of the Project Plan, including a description of the proposed boundaries, will be available
